t the beginning of June, Trev and some others went to apljina
to prepare for camp. Part of this involved clearing some fig trees...

Well, Trev found out when he came out with painful blisters and
swelling all over his hands and arms.

mmediately after this, we went to Zenica to stay with some Texan friends for a few days rest-
bite. Our friend, who's a qualified physician's assistant, ended up nursing Trev who by this time
was in quite a lot of pain and discomfort with his hands/arms. However, Liz's magic medicine
did the trick and scarring was minimal!

amp in apljina followed at the end of June with seven intense days of
games, devotions, worship, food, friends, rain, conflict, resolution, swimming,
more food, prayer, movies, fellowship and much more. This was attended by
around 30 nationals, a mixture of mothers, teens and preteens . Trev was
leading the teenage group. Each day he set them to work on team building
tasks with a biblical principle.

ext came a Swiss team of 14 young people, at the beginning of July, who ran a 5 day kid's program
This was a combination of games, stories, arts and crafts, and biblical teaching. During this time, a Local
man came to do a video interview with the team which was aired on local networks.

eah's parents visited at the end of July for just under
two weeks. It was a fun time of catching up, hanging
out, drinking coffee, playing games and being
entertained by Chloe who absolutely loved having
Grandma and Grandpa to stay. They also got to
spend a few days with our friends, collegues and
Chloe's God Parents, Ed & Monica in Mostar.

t the beginning of August was a team from the USA . This team was involved with two outreaches. The
first was at the local "amphitheater". Built after the war, it was given over to the state but no authority has laid
claim to it and so it has fallen to disrepair. The team spent several days cleaning, clearing, painting , and
generally sprucing the place up before running a series of game and film nights for the local community.




fter a few days to rest, the team welcomed OM's initiative "Van4Life ". It's a van equiped for outreach. It
has book shelves, cafe facility, sun awning, tables and chairs, and much more. So, the team and we put it to
use in one of the local car parks.

t the beginning of June we welcomed back to
the field Gisele, from Brasil . She was here for
a two year stint four years ago and has
returned to serve long term. On the 31st
August we welcomed five more newcomers.
Two couples from the USA on two year
commitments and a single lady from
Germany here for a year. This intake has
virtually doubled the size of OM Bosnia &
Herzegovina. (Chloe, Heather and her 3 kids
are missing from the picture.)

t the beginning of September we welcomed yet another team from the USA who also ran a kids program
but on a smaller scale. They included puppets, stories, games and crafts in their activities.

he result of these summer outreaches has been tremendous. We now have over 35 new contacts to
follow up over the coming winter months.

his past week we have been up at a cabin on Jahorina, a mountain just outside of
Sarajevo. Jahorina is famous for being one of the mountains used during the 1984 winter
olympics staged in Sarajevo. (Nice bit of history for you!) It's a beautiful location and very
refreshing compared to the city. This time away is set aside annually for our team
discoveryl/vision/planning days  as we look at where we've been and where we are
headed this coming year. It has been a time of fellowship, refreshment, worship, solitude,
prayer, food, fun and growing as a team.

It's been busy,
challenging, fun, rewarding, draining, stretching, and much much more. And it's not over yet. We have at
least two more teams/outreaches over the coming months.
