he beginning of February included a mass exodus of almost the entire Sarajevo team to join
the Biha team in the Northwest in handing out Samaritan's purse boxes . The team there
had already distributed in three schools in the surrounding area. The remaining two schools
refused to allow the boxes to be given out with any added literature, (The first book in the
series: the way of righteousness), even though the book was for the parents and not the
children. Because of this, the team made a decision to go door to door in these two villages

; _ 1 and find who had children so they could receive the packages. Over 400 packages were
dlstrlbuted WhICh along with the ones already handed out in the schools, amounts to about 1500 boxes ! And
who knows, some of those may have come from you!

n our last news/prayer letter, we talked a little bit about our dependence on others and
our need for support of our life and work here in Bosnia and Herzegovina. We have made
it a point not to keep asking for money, but once in a while we feel it's important to be
specific about certain needs. Something that we have lived without for the last three and a half years has
been a vehicle. This year we would like to step out and purchase a vehicle here in BiH, not just for our
personal use but one that would also bless the ministry here. In order to make this happen, we need your
help. One of the biggest means of support is finance. We do not "get paid" to live and work here, we rely on
being supported by churches, by friends and by family. As the economy changes and as our family has
grown, so has our need, yet our support level has remained pretty much the same. Can you commit to
supporting us on a monthly basis? As little as £5 a month could make a big difference. Or maybe you could
consider making a one-off gift towards the cost of a vehicle? The cost of running and maintaining a car will
mean that our support level in general has to increase otherwise this will not be possible.
